Anna’s 
grant is a very special one, since it was made possible through a 
memorial gift from the Mooncoin Ceili Dancers in honor of the 
late Brenda Buckley. 

 
Monica Nigon is a fiddler from Zumbrota who plans to use her grant to 
attend the Fiddler’s Retreat, a music camp in Tipperary, Ireland next 
summer. 
 
As a part of the grant program, each recipient will bring their new skills 
back to an IMDA event at some time in the future.  And each will 
continue to enrich our community in the years to come as they learn and 
grow as dancers and musicians.

Newsletter Submissions 
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 I have practically worn out two recent recordings through repeated 
listening: Seanchairde (Dermy Diamond, Tara Diamond, and Dáithí 
Sproule) and The Green Fields of America (Mick Moloney, Billy 
McComiskey, Robbie O’Connell, Athena Tergis, and John Doyle).  One of 
O’Carolan’s compositions, Madam Maxwell, appears on both discs and is 
being played in our local sessions. 
 The version shown here is from the Diamonds, and their notes 
state: “This O’Carolan composition was dedicated to the memory of 
Madam Maxwell, wife of John Maxwell of Farnham, Co. Cavan. He was an 
MP [Member of Parliament] and later Baron Farnham.  According to The 
Belfast Northern Star, it was played in competition at the Belfast Harpers’ 
Festival of 1792.  It is in Bunting’s collection [published in 1796].”  A 
setting based on the one in Bunting appears in Donal O’Sullivan’s book, 
Carolan: The Life, Times, and Music of an Irish Harper (Ossian, 2001) in 
the more difficult (for most of us, anyway!) key of E. 
 Have you got your own copy of Seanchairde yet??  Buy two, in 
case you wear out the first copy! 
 
Usual disclaimers:  Any transcription errors are my own.  The notation here 
is not meant to be a substitute for listening.  It is simply an aid to learning 
the tune.

 We've just survived . . . er, enjoyed a season 
that is filled with "silver and gold", airgead agus ór. 
That word for "silver," airgead, is also the Irish word 
for "money" in general, presumably from the use of 
silver in coins. 
 But you can use 
airgead buí ("yellow silver")
and airgead rua ("red silver") 
to mean "gold" and "copper" 
coins. In that scheme, then, 
what is the original silver 
money? While the notion of 
airgead airgid ("silver silver") 
is tempting, "bright silver" (airgead geal) is actually 
used to when we have to refer specifically to silver 
coin. 
 We can also have airgead páipéir, then, or 
"paper silver", which is what we use for paper money. 
Again, airgead is so generally used for "money" that 
we don't even realize the oddity of these 
combinations, in Irish, unless we stop to think about 
them. 
 This form, airgead, probably worked its way 
into Irish from the Latin argentum -- the source of the 
chemical symbol for silver in the Periodic Table of 
Elements, Ag. In Irish, it also figures in the term for 
another chemical, "mercury," via airgead beo -- 
literally "live silver," but more commonly, 
"quicksilver." There is also "dead silver," airgead 
marbh: the wonderful old dictionary by Dineen 
explains airgead marbh as "money paid in earnest for 
land in advance by a grabber before the occupant's 
lease has expired"!  
 "Dry money" or airgead tirim is money you 
have saved and have readily available, perhaps for 
that proverbial rainy day. But in Irish, we don't save 
for a rainy day, we save for a sore leg or foot, le 
haghaidh na coise tinne. 
 As in English, there are others ways of 
referring to money. A ciste is a "fund," not the 
concrete money you can feel but the more abstract 
source of money, in the sense of  "state funds" that 
pay for services. A ciste is a "chest" or "coffer" that 
could be filled with money. But it is also used for 
"treasure," including someone you treasure, someone 

you love. You can address such a person with A 
chiste!, much as you may have seen a similar phrase, 
A stór! 
 One way to fill a ciste is to hold an ócáid 

tiomsaithe airgid, an "occasion 
of gathering up money." And 
you can help out Gaeltacht 
Minnesota by stopping in at our 
annual "occasion," planned for 
the last Sunday afternoon in 
January, the 31st. We'll have live 
music, a few songs, perhaps a 
few dance steps, and the odd 

(sometimes very odd) door prize or two.  
 It's a lot of fun, but more importantly, it is our 
main source of cistí, funds, to support our activities 
throughout the entire year. It will only cost you $5 for 
an afternoon full of fun, so put that on your calendar 
(or make your donation by mail or in class, if you 
can't join us that Sunday). Visit www.gaelminn.org 
and take the "Events" link from the top of the page for 
details on time and location. 
 We are also opening the doors to new 
students this winter. Visit our web site at 
www.gaelminn.org for details of our four-week 
"Introduction to Irish Gaelic," starting January 25. 
Students who attend all four sessions of that course 
can then join our regular Monday classes. 
Registration  is through Community Ed, not through 
Gaeltacht Minnesota, and usually closes quickly once 
on-line registration opens at midnight on December 
31st.

We stood in saturated hillside over Dungarvan 
Bay listening to the prayers and songs while overhead the most magnificent rainbow expanded into 
the cold clear sky and all eyes were drawn to the brilliance of the colours.  It was like the 
welcoming of the last one, it was a moment of wonderful memories of lives well lived and work 
well and truly done.  May they all rest in peace.’

The Mountain Of The Women                Liam Clancy (paper, Doubleday 2002) 
  
    Liam Clancy died in early December last year, and this 
month's column pays tribute to one of the greats of Irish 
minstrelsy. The Mountain of the Women, Liam Clancy's 
biography, is a candid account of New York's folk scene 
circa the late 1950s-early 1960s. Before Irish super-groups 
like The Bothy Band and Altan, there were the Clancy 
Brothers and Tommy Makem. In the late 1950s, America was 
in love with folk music, its own songs and those of the whole 
world. Liam Clancy and his brothers and their friend Tommy, 
dewy-cheeked lads fresh off the boat from Ireland, swept into 
Greenwich Village with their own style of Irish balladry. It 
was a long way from the foothills of Slieve na mBan (the 
"mountain of the women") to New York City, but these boys 
had the family gifts of a rich musical legacy, talent, and 
ambition to match. This book captures the freshness and 
vitality of the group, and the whole folk scene, in a time 
when a song was the instrument of change and hope. Liam 
Clancy kept company with the likes of a skinny kid from 
Hibbing, Bob Dylan (who pronounced Liam's singing "the 
real deal"); also with Pete Seeger, Maya Angelou, Lenny 
Bruce, and a host of soon-to-become-legendary stars. The 
young Irish lads in the cable-knit sweaters sang their way into 
the hearts of Americans and left their indelible stamp on folk 
music forever. This memoir is as its subject was: part 
comedy, part tragedy, all heart---and great fun.

With their stunning fourth album, Flower & Iron, Malinky celebrate their tenth 
anniversary and introduce a newly revamped line-up, meanwhile underscoring their 
reputation as one of Scotland’s most distinctive and accomplished folk bands.  

While retaining their hallmark song-based repertoire, performed by three superb lead 
vocalists and arrayed with tastefully inventive instrumentation, Malinky today unite 
seasoned maturity with sparkling freshness, casting their musical net wider than ever.
